Standardized Forms Initiative- No major problems
experienced by our State Service Officers

VA just recognized Air Force Active Duty and Reserve
Personnel who were C-123 Pilots, Flight Crews and
Ground Maintenance Crews on Agent Orange
Contaminated planes for Agent Orange Presumptive
conditions from 1969-1986.

Veterans VA 1.D. Card Bill recently approved by the
House and Senate and awaiting the President's
Signature. Once signed into Law, it will require the VA
to issue a Veteran's I.D. Card to every Veteran with a
DD-214.

Senate Bill 681 (Blue Water Navy Vietnam Veterans
Act of 2015) is still pending in the U.S. Senate. It
proposes to grant the same Agent Orange Presumptive
Conditions to "Blue Water" Veterans as those who
served "Boots on Ground" in Vietnam.

On July 13th, VA released a statement, urging
Congress to transfer funds from the Veterans Choice
Program to increase Veterans' access to care and life-
saving pharmaceuticals. It says that if funds are not
reallocated from other medical service programs, the
VA will face shutting down hospital operations during
August 2015.
